In Fall 2008, Neighbors West-Northwest unveiled a new 

electronic communication campaign. In October, the brand 

new website (www.nwnw.org) provided a new look and 

additional information including member neighborhood 

spotlights, upcoming community events with stories and a 

calendar, community resources, and newsletter archives. In 

November 2008, The Activist E-news production began as a 

complement to the existing printed newsletter. In June 

2009, over 150 community members receive the e-news 

bulletin with timely community events, coalition updates, 

and City news that

the NWNW website, and 

current recipients can

In Spring 2009, NWNW utilized Funds for Accessible
